10th Annual Eggstravaganzoo 
 

On Saturday, March 22, Nashville Zoo welcomes children and their families to participate in 

Music City’s largest egg hunt, Eggstravaganzoo. 

Nashville Zoo will host several egg hunts for children ages 10 and under on the Zoo’s Festival 

Field, distributing 30,000 plastic eggs for children to find and redeem for an egg-citing prize pack.  

Everyone is encouraged to arrive at least one hour before the egg hunt times. 

• 2 & under....10:30 a.m. (Children must be able to retrieve their own eggs.) 

• 3 years.........11:30 a.m. 

• 4-5 years......12:30 p.m. 

• 6-7 years......1:30 p.m. 

• 8-10 years....2:30 p.m. 

Children can also participate in a hunt for larger, golden eggs hidden throughout the Zoo.  Games 

like hopscotch and bunny sack races will offer even more hare-raising fun, and all visitors can watch as 

various Zoo animals hunt for special eggs hidden just for them.  Face painting and photos with the Easter 

Bunny will be available for an additional fee. 

 Eggstravaganzoo is free with Zoo membership or admission and will take place during normal 

Zoo hours from 9 a.m.
